A

Electrical gear and infrastructure are original. Most need to be reconstructed
to support t he DDBmithasiarcekainple was pulbng powarte s .
the computer lab off the lighting circuits.

Six of the campuses have no air conditioning, the District is adding large
ceiling fans.

Skate boarders are accessing the roofs and walkway canopies.
Admin. spaces require upgrade.

There is no access control, sites are all wide open. The public prefer this, but
IS a potential problem.

All portables District wide are in use as classrooms or special day classes,
there is no swing space. All campuses will need to be upgraded in phases
over multiple summers. The 215t Century classroom upgrades will require two
shifts in order to be done overthe summer. Cost for temporary housing
would be prohibitive.
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District Wide Recommended Priorities

Priority 1. 21st Century Classrooms and upgrades to portables, AB300
[DSA will require it to be in this phase], ADA, electrical gear/service
upgrades, abatement, restroom and ADA upgrades, roof replacement,
plaster repair at Dwyer

Priority 2: Multipurpose and STEAM Labs at the [2] Middle Schools, LED
lighting and lighting controls, air conditioning and controls, new
playground at Smith, Admin. rework, replace concealed spline ceilings

at Sowers, upgrade Auditorium at Dwyer

Priority 3: Learning Commons .

Priority 4: Safety and security single point of entry/exit at Admin., site
fencing, remove/modify walkway canopies, restrict roof access, and
portables to permanent.
